I am writing to enlist your support in the campaign against meningococcal group B meningitis and septicaemia (MenB).  This disease kills more children in the UK than any other infectious disease. Given the UK already has the sorry distinction of the highest rates of child deaths in Europe, surely it’s obvious something must be done to prevent it.

The UK’s Joint Committee on Vaccines and Immunisation (JCVI) has been considering a vaccine called Bexsero® which was licensed by the European Commission in January 2013. Further evaluation is currently underway, ahead of recommendation from the JCVI to the UK Government early next year. We have recently heard that the vaccine is now being made available privately in the UK but I believe every child should be given this vaccine free of charge as soon as possible to prevent more children dying or facing serious disability.

Please send the following statement to the Secretary of State for Health, Jeremy Hunt MP:

Dear Secretary of State for Health,
The UK has the worst record in Europe for child deaths. We should be using every opportunity to reverse this tragic fact. That’s why I am supporting my constituents who are campaigning for the introduction of a new vaccine against the deadly disease meningococcal group B meningitis and septicaemia (MenB). This disease kills more children under five than any other infection in Great Britain. The European Commission has licensed a vaccine which offers 88% coverage for MenB. It’s now available in the UK privately but we need to implement it free of charge and start saving future generations.
