The important stuff

Make sure you comply with all of the
following legalities:

e The entry price of the sweepstake
must be the same for everyone.

You must decide before hosting
your sweepstake if the entry money
IS going to be split between the
winner and the charity, or if you are
going to have a separate prize for
the winner so that all of the fees go
to the charity. Whichever approach
you decide to take, participants
must be informed before they enter
and the host cannot make a
personal profit (i.e. all funds will
need to be donated).

Office sweepstakes can only take
place in one office with people in
the same premises.

You must not sell entry to people on
the street or house-to-house.

Top tips

Ask local businesses to donate a
prize so you don't have to buy
one.

Make sure you choose an event
that will be popular amongst your
friends/colleagues to ensure that
you sell out!

You could also have a 'bogey
prize' for the worst team to add
extra interest.

Consider hosting a public
screening of the event/final
somewhere like a pub, local hall or
even your house. This will create
more interest and you could boost
donations by selling drinks and
snacks. Or, for example, if you
were hosting a Eurovision Party
you could have a costume
competition and ask people to
come dressed as their country
(charge £1 or £2 to enter) and
have a prize for the best dressed!
