
1. Choose your teams – Split your team into groups of 5 and ask each person to
contribute towards the initial £10 that each team will start with.  

2. Select a timeframe – Decide how long you want to give your team to try and grow their
£10 into a bigger total. This could be a week, month, or even a whole term – it’s up to you!

3. Get everyone started – Organise a social where you kick off the event and put people
into their groups upon arrival. Explain how the event works – that they have a certain
amount of time to use their £10 in order to make as much profit as possible. On your
marks, get set, go!
