e Be aware of alcohol
consumption at the event.

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Top tips

e Encourage people to take
photos in the photobooth
and post them on social
media after the event. This
will help increase the number
of people who see (and
hopefully donate to) your
fundraising page!

e Have collections boxes
dotted around the venue to
help bring in extra donations.
Ask any friends or family
who were unable to attend to
make a donation to your
fundraising page instead.

On the day

e Arrive at the venue early to ensure you have plenty of time to get
everything ready.

e Decorate the venue and set up the PA system.

e Stand on the door to check people's tickets or sell them on the
door.

e Make sure contestants tell you what their talent is prior to the
event so you can ensure you have everything you need
beforehand.
